In the framework of the 5th Alternative Stage Festival organized by Theatre ENTROPIA in Athens, Greece, Eugenio Barba and ODIN Theatre are invited (24/9 – 1/10), with Conference, Workshops, Work Demonstrations and Performances.

WORKSHOPS:

1) With Augusto Omolú (Tue 25–Sat 29/9, 10.00–14.00)  

 

This is a rare chance to learn and practice Augusto Omolú’s unique performance training for actors and dancers, created from the dances of the saints and gods of Candomblé, the African religion brought to Brazil by slaves and still practiced today in Bahia. 

Omolú’s original technique, where all gestures, steps and movements are based on the codification of the Orixá characters, develops different forms of energy that can be used independently from their original form. The dialogues and combinations of these energies can offer a fundamental instrument in the toolkit of the contemporary performer.
 
Augusto Omolú is a Brazilian born dancer and choreographer. He grew up within the religious world of the Candomblé, where he is ogan (ceremonial assistant). He studied classical dance, eventually becoming one of the principal dancers of the Castro Alves Ballet, before founding his own company, Chama. Since 1994 he has collaborated regularly with Odin Teatret and ISTA (International School of Theatre Anthropology), and is currently part of the Odin ensemble.

2) With Frans Winther, Composer of ODIN Teatret (Tue 25/9–Mon 1/10, 10.00–15.00)

        “The Rhythm of the Performance and the Actor’s Music” 
A workshop with words, songs and music, aimed at actors, musicians, singers, dancers, directors, students, drama teachers and composers
Theatre as Music 
Music is a basic component in any kind of theatre. It may take the form of song and music or provide the rhythm that seeps into the dramatic structure of a performance. Frans Winther has over a number of years developed a series of workshops, focusing on theatre as music. 
The workshop includes improvisations with voice training, song, speech and rhythm and sometimes also movements. Each day begins with vocal warm ups as a combination of voice training exercises and exercises aiming at gaining theatrical volume and power of expression. During the workshop the participants work together concretely using voice, song and improvisations. These materials are progressively worked into a montage that clearly demonstrates how the dramaturgy of sound can be unfolded.
At the end, the common result will be performed by the participants, as a “choreographed” concert.
