In the context of efforts to strengthen free and professional media in the Republic of Moldova, the OSCE Mission to Moldova announces a photo contest with the theme “Imaging Moldova. Diversity and Identity.” 
The event aims to foster the development and raise the visibility of documentary photography in Moldova. The contest is also an opportunity for participants to share their views and talents.

Professional and amateur photographers are invited to submit images that portray life in Moldova by exploring its diversity and featuring its traditions as well as modern developments.
Awards 

The top three entries will be awarded with the following cash prizes:

I place – 500 EUR  

II place – 300 EUR

III place – 100 EUR
The top ten finalists will receive special prizes and all selected participants will receive diplomas. 
The best 50 photographs will be exhibited and selected images will be published in the OSCE Mission’s 2008 calendar. Selected photographs will also be posted at the photo gallery on the OSCE Mission’s web site www.osce.org/moldova. Additional publications of the images are also envisaged.
Selection
An independent jury, consisting of well-known and respected journalists, artists and professionals in photography, will select the winners according to message, style and content – how the image reflects the contest’s theme, the innovativeness of the approach and technical quality will all be assessed.
Eligibility

The contest is open to professional and amateur photographers, residing on the territory of the Republic of Moldova (including its Transnistrian region). 

Submissions

All submissions must refer to the theme of the contest. Photos must be submitted in digital form, and the images must be original works without computer manipulations.
Each submission should contain:

1. A maximum of ten images placed on a CD-ROM with a caption/title (text format), mentioning the place and the date the photograph was taken.  Every image should have a minimum of 3.5 Megapixels and a resolution of at least 150 dpi provided that the image is at least 35 cm long or wide. The submitted images may be in JPEG or TIFF.  Please note that these are recommended technical requirements.   

2. CV in Romanian, Russian or English. 
3. The attached entry form.

Only images submitted by Monday 3 December 2007, 18:00h to the OSCE Mission to Moldova (108, Dosoftei str., MD-2012 Chisinau) will participate in the contest. Submissions can also be sent by regular post or by email to Iulia.Kirnitki@osce.org.
