She is the selector of the Regional Documentary Programme at Sarajevo Film Festival and in India one of programmers of the International Kerala Film Festival. Guest lecturer at the Universities- Anadolu in Eshisehir, in Geneve Ecole superieure des Beaux-arts and Nederland Film Academy. She also works as a tutor for European Documentary Network.

As a scriptwriter and director, made in the Netherlands three films: Room Without a View, 1997, Soske, 2001 and In Whitest Solitude, 2002.
