FESTIVAL OF YOUTH PROJECTS

Kharkiv Municipal Art Gallery opens the competition of IV-th NON STOP MEDIA Festival of Youth Projects. Date of the Festival – May 2008. 

The Festival mission is to present and support the contemporary artistic movement in Ukraine.
Starting 2006, the Festival will be conducted as a biennale, that is, once in two years.
We hereby announce an open preliminary competition, whose winners will be pronounced by a competent jury, and such winners will have the right to display their works during Festival’s competition program. It will be selected six to ten projects, which will make up the core of the May competition program. In fact, each participant in the competition program will have a week-long solo exhibition arranged at Municipal Gallery sites. The participants to have won the top three positions shall be offered an opportunity by the Gallery to present their projects in Kyiv and other cities of Eastern Ukraine as part of solo and group exhibitions.
The main objective of the Festival is to provoke and motivate young authors to project-based art. Therefore, the project-oriented thinking and professionalism in implementing a project idea will be the key priority in the preselection process. We call your attention to that a project requires not just a clear concept but also intrinsic logic. In other words, the concept/objective should be conveyed through works’ technique, form, and content.
In addition to author’s project, team and curatorial projects may also be submitted. The evaluation criteria also remain unchanged.

Submitted to the competition may be artistic projects implemented in any technique (from traditional painting to media projects and to video) and covering any topics. The Festival Organizing Committee only sets the age limits for the authors (artists or curators in case of a curatorial project) who should be in the age bracket of 16 to 30 years old.

The authors should take into account the exhibition capacity and special conditions of Gallery's exhibition space and design their projects for a total floor area of not more than 30 square meters.

To participate in the competition the authors will need to submit the following:

· a completed questionnaire;
· detailed project description;
· a short biography; and 
· illustrative materials (on digital media, photography and video on any media).
The questionnaire, biography, project description and illustrative materials, please, send by postal mail or deliver to the Gallery in person on CD. The projects whose illustrative materials have been submitted through the Internet shall not be considered for the competition. The Gallery just corresponds by mail. 
The Festival Organizing Committee reserves the right to reject any projects, which are not in correspondence with Festival’s goal and objectives. The Curator shall have the right to reject any project, where any of the listed items are missing. The materials submitted for the Competition shall not be either returned or reviewed.

All the participants in the preliminary competition will be informed about the results of the selection process by April 1, 2008.
