

In this workshop the focus will be on the gaze and possible ways of observing and viewing. What is the difference between watching and observing? How can the eyes be used as an extra limb, a personal camera or anchor? Simple exercises will lead into a more complex exploration of how movement scores for the eyes can provoke movement of the body in space. Open to all backgrounds. 

In the lecture/discussion the choreographer will introduce her work, show excerpts of her last project “The Setting” and explain some of the working methods the group used to develop material and thoughts for the piece. The discussion will be open for further questions and a talk about possible working methods in contemporary dance.

GUEST CHOREOGRAPHER - Lucia Glass

Lucia Glass (Berlin) works in the fields of Installation, Choreography and Performance and presents her work in theatre and gallery spaces. In her work she is recently busy with questions on staged realities and perception. In 2001 she graduated from the Hoogeschool voor de Kunsten, European Dance Development Centre, Arnhem/NL with a BFA in Dance/Choreography. In 2008 she was artist in residence at K3 – Choreographic Centre Hamburg and received a work scholarship from the Berlin senate. She worked and performed with choreographers such as Eszter Salamon, Thomas Lehmen and Mette Ingvartsen.
