Borderline is a cultural and artistic project revolving around a subject of great interest to all of us, the birth and development of the European space, in the light of the recent geopolitical transformations. Designating a real or imaginary gap, separating physical territories or cultural areas, Borderline is a state of passage or a frontier, suggesting a certain marginal identity. The two days of the event will be devoted to tackling artistic and social, political and geographic themes, which will all investigate the varied cultural European identities. 

Conceived as a series of exhibitions and film projections, alternating with performances and a public workshop, Borderline will take place in Timişoara, in the Arts House (8 A. Pacha. St.) between 20-21 March.

The event will be attended by: Richard Ashrowan (Scotland), Sandra Johnston (Northern Ireland), Nemere Kerezsi (Romania / Hungary), Levente Kozma (Romania), Yuri Leiderman (Russia), Alastair MacLennan (Northern Ireland), Gusztáv Ütö (Romania), and Barna Vetro (Romania).

The official opening will be at the Arts House at 4 p.m., followed by the Scottish artist Richard Ashrowan’s photo and video exhibition entitled Lament at the Pygmalion Gallery (the Arts House) at 6.30 p.m. During the event, the volume Borderline will also be launched, a volume recently published by Idea Publishers 2009.
